Aware that our playground is threatened and that the quality 
of the air in the valley is more and more an issue of discussion, 
ZAG has launched the ZAGreen Program. Created in 2017, the 
aim of this program is to reduce the environmental impact of 
the ski industry. The actions that will be done will concern the 
manufacturing of the products, the way we practice skiing 
and also the daily life in our office. In addition to the measures 
involving only the company, the aim is to increase awareness 
among the whole community about the environmental 
challenge that is the air quality in our valley. ZAGreen is a 
project that hopes to be heard and also to involve more actors 
of this beautiful place. 

This program’s emblem is the snowy owl. This huge white bird 
conveys the idea of pure natural areas that are the playground 
of the brand. ZAG associates its brand to this rare and 
protected bird to achieve its eco-friendly project.

The enrolment of the ski-touring line in the project 1% for 
the planet also helps ZAG reaching its goal : preserving 
its playground. In 2021, ZAG redistributed this percentage 
to Mountain Wilderness. In 2022, we are giving the 1% to 
Mountain Riders and the cleaning project «Adopt ton spot».
